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The Roman Colosseum was a giant, magnificent arena that
could hold fifty thousand spectators. Underneath the arena
were cells that held gladiators waiting to fight. Construction
of the Colosseum began in the first century CE under the rule
of Emperor Vespasian. Its (GRAND design served a specific
purpose: Vespasian wanted it to express how powerful he
was as a ruler. (Hint: He was very powerful.)
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
